E3 believes that the best community engagement goals align with existing school district priorities, are data and research-driven, and should be:

Meaningful – focused on key academic challenges; 

Measurable – linked to outcomes that can be measured over time; 

Manageable – able to be managed and sustained by district and community resources; and

Marketable – aligned with the public’s perception of what is important.

While the program targets unique issues in each community, we believe it is essential the program be built around and result in positive changes in academic outcomes.  The overall focus is on preparing students for success in the workplace and college through proficiency in core academic areas such as reading, writing, and math, as well as critical life and career-related skills such as independent learning, teamwork, communication and problem solving. 
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
