Commitment Time:


Approximately nine months, with 60 to 90 minutes of student contact per week.

Areas of Involvement:

Commitment to developing a supportive relationship with a middle school student to improve reading skills. Activities will be structured and focused on improving specific literacy skills (such as comprehension, vocabulary, or analyzing content).
Responsibilities:


· Make a minimum nine-month commitment to developing and maintaining a mentor relationship with a middle school student;

· Attend mentor orientation and training sessions before meeting student;

· Attend ongoing mentor training and support sessions as appropriate;

· Meet with student on a regular basis to establish working relationship and to support student in literacy goals;
· Keep time logs and other information as requested by mentor coordinator.
Qualifications:
· Genuinely cares to be personally involved with a middle school student to help him or her improve their personal academic achievement;

· Sincere belief in the importance of literacy as a cornerstone to success in school and life;

· Easily approachable and has the ability to communicate with adolescents openly and non-judgmentally;  

· Ability to practice attentive and active listening, and to provide support, encouragement and specific honest feedback;

· Demonstrates patience with people, and is sensitive to process and proper pacing of established program;

· Practical problem-solving skills and ability to suggest options and alternatives; and

· Relates well to all kinds of people, with sensitivity to persons of different educational, economic, cultural or racial backgrounds.
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
